        Wedding


        There are many types of wedding in Britain and in the US depending on your religion. Many people get married in church. Other people get married at a Registry Office (BrE) or Office of justice of the peace (AmE), often followed by a party at home or in a hotel.


        Marriage


        In Britain and the US it’s now common especially among young people for a man and for a woman to live together without being married. Some couples decide to get married when they have children. About one in three marriages ends in divorce (in the US one in two) so there are many parents bringing up children alone.         ! Cultural Note:


        Divorce is legal in Britain, though not in Ireland. In the US divorce is also legal, though different states may have different laws about it. In most states one may get a divorce after at least one year’s separation and in some states one can get a No-fault divorce (one that doesn’t blame either person). In both Britain and the US, the Court decides which parent should have custody of the children, how the property is to be divided and whether one parent, usually the husband should pay money (maintenance/ alimony) towards the living costs of the other and children.

You only have to walk down any high street, and you’ll see countless shops selling the latest designer gear.


  Things have changed since I was a teenager. It’s very easy for young people today to buy trendy clothes for reasonable prices, and there’s no shortage of hairdressers, their chairs are filled with youngsters keen to have the latest hairstyle.


  (1)……… Yes, those two things are as important today as they were in my youth, probably even more so.


  But other things have changed quite dramatically in the 20 years since I became an adult. (2) ……… It seems that more and more people are prepared to go under the knife in order to look just the way they want.


  And it’s no longer just the super-rich (with money to burn) or top models (whose careers depend on it). (3) ……… And even more of them are planning to change their appearance with this method. As the mother of a ten-year-old daughter, this bothers me, so I asked a group of teenagers about it. Surely they wouldn’t use such drastic measures to change the way they look? What they said shocked me.


  According to Kelly, who’s 15, ‘It’s every person’s right to look the way they want and, if cosmetic surgery is available, and you can afford it, why not?’ (4) ……… After that she told me, to my complete amazement, that she would also like to have work done on her eyes, her cheeks and finally her chin. I asked her if she would stop there and she laughed, ‘I’ll probably stop when the money runs out!’


  I was shocked to discover that someone so young was prepared to do this. (5)… Over half of the group (including two or three boys) said that they are thinking about having some form of cosmetic surgery in the near future. Alison, 16, made a very interesting point, ‘By the time you’re in your 20s — and have money to spend on these things — it’s too late. Now is the time to do it, while you’re young and can get the benefit from it.’


  Since they had only mentioned the advantages of having surgery done, I felt that I had to ask whether they were worried about the pain or the risks involved. Most of them just shrugged and said it was worth it, but one or two members of the group expressed their concern. (6) ……… His argument was ‘What if it all goes wrong and you come out looking worse than when you went in?’ I felt I had to agree with John. After all, I reminded them, there are no guarantees when you put your life in the hands of a surgeon.


  Again, most of the group seemed to think that our fears weren’t important. ‘You’re just being pessimistic,’ they told me. ‘The doctors know what they’re doing,’ one girl snapped at John. Desperate to make them think again, I asked the group one last question: ‘Don’t you think we all have our own beauty — just the way nature intended?’ (7)……… She said that, yes, everyone is beautiful in their own way. PRACTICAL ASTROLOGY

Although it is considered a complex science astrology can be great fun for most people, astrologers believe that an individual’s personality is influenced by the position of the planets at the time of his or her birth. Evidence suggests that over 90% of adults know their sun (zodiac) signs. Some surveys also indicate that well over half agree that the signs’ character descriptions are a good fit: Ariens are energetic, Taureans — stubborn, and Scorpios — secretive, for example. Still, at any given point of time, thousands of kids are born under the same celestial variables (position of the sun, moon, and other planets, even the same hospital). Even if you accept that the position of the planets may affect our life, to believe that all these kids, born at the same time and place have the same characteristics and future makes simply no sense.

How well do the following astrological descriptions fit you, your family, and your friends?
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People born under the sign of Aries, March 21st-­April 20th, are doers rather than thinkers. If Arians are given their way, they will often become dictators. They enjoy being the boss, and will do anything to maintain their position. On the positive side they are builders who act quickly and decisively.
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Taurus which runs from April 21st-­May 20th is the sign of the bull. As one would imagine Taureans are stubborn, bullheaded and persistent. They are slow to think and act, but once they have made up their minds, Taureans will refuse to change their points of view. Moreover, people born under this sign are great lovers of beauty, and hold one quality above all others — honesty.
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Were you born between May 21st and June 20th? If so, you are a changeable, undependable Gemini. But you are also a highly creative person with a sharp mind, that allows you to understand and act quickly. Some famous Geminis were John Wayne, the film actor; George Bernard Shaw, the British playwright; Walt Whitman, the American poet.
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The sign of Cancer rules the period from June 21st to July 22nd. A Cancer, also called a Moon Child, tends to be overbearing, possessive and demanding, but these qualities are often overweighed by such good qualities as sensitivity, generosity and optimism. The Cancer is usually heard to say: “Don’t worry! Everything will be better tomorrow!”.
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Born between July 23rd and August 22nd, Leos are governed by one personality trait. They are self-interested to the point of being show-offs and ham actors, because they have self-confidence and act on the spur of the moment. Leos are never still or quiet, they are optimistic and generous in helping others.
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People born between August 23rd and September 22nd are self-centered Virgos. Their chief aims are to avoid responsibility and at the same time to achieve selfish goals. Virgos have good minds, but they are often illogical thinkers. Nevertheless, they are thorough about whatever they do. Perhaps because they keep secrets well, Virgos make excellent politicians, statesmen and diplomats.
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Balance is the key to Libra which governs the period from September 23rd to October 22nd. Librans are emotional romanticists, who can sometimes lose their self-control. They can become impulsive like children. When balance is restored, Librans become calm and level-­headed. At all times they are sympathetic and vital people.
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Ambitious Scorpios are born between October 23rd and November 22nd. They tend to use great, forceful power to control situations in order to reach their major goal in life — physical satisfaction. With keen minds for support Scorpios seek the ideal life by fighting for every worthwhile cause. “There can be world peace”, they insist “trust is the answer to everything.” Do you know a driving, forceful Scorpio?
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The Sagittarius, November 23rd — December 21st, is driven by conflicting personality characteristics. People born under this sign can be stingy and extremely selfish one minute, and then without any explanation they can suddenly become generous and open-hearted. When they are after something, they strike quickly, get what they want and move on.
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Capricorn, which runs from December 22nd to January 19th, is the sign for climbers. Capricorns may climb through work, or they may climb through illegal means. Although their methods may vary, Capricorns have the drive to climb to the top. They can settle for nothing less. After reaching the top, however, they usually ask: “Now, what do I do with all of it?”

He or she is drawn toward public rather than private activity will vary greatly.
