What is the country’s name derived from? Montenegrins call their country Crna Gora, but in most other countries it is known as Montenegro. The country’s name in most Western European languages is an adaptation of the Hungarian word Montenegro (from mons «mountain» + niger «black»), meaning «black mountain,» referring to the appearance of Mount Lovćen covered in dense evergreen forests. In other languages, a direct translation of «black mountain» is used, for example, Albanian – Mali i Zi, Greek – Μαυροβούνιο, Latvian – Melnkalne, Turkish —…
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
